LEWIS COUNTY SHERIFF’S OFFICE SEX/KIDNAPPING OFFENDER REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS FORM
____1.
If you are an offender, who is currently in custody for a sex offense you must register with your incarcerating agency prior to release and register within three business days from the time of release with the county of your residence.

____2.  
If you move to a new address within Lewis County, you are required to notify the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office in person or by mail within three business days of moving to the new address.  If you make your notification by mail, it must be sent certified with return receipt requested.  
____3.
If you move to a new county, you are required to register with the County Sheriff of the new county within three business days.  You are also required to report the move to the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office in person or by mail.  If you make your notification by mail, it must be sent certified with return receipt requested. 
____4. 
If you move out of state, you are required to register in the new state or foreign country within three business days of your arrival.  You are also required to send written notice to the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office within three business days of moving to the new jurisdiction.  Your written notification must be sent certified with return receipt requested.  
____5. 
If you cease to have a fixed residence, you shall provide notification to the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office within three business days.
____6. 
If you lack a fixed residence, you must report in person to the County Sheriff’s Office where you last registered on a weekly basis. The report date for the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office is Monday’s between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. excluding holidays, where the report date will be the following workday.

____7.
 If you lack a fixed residence, you are required to keep an accurate account of where you have stayed during the prior week.  The Lewis County Sheriff’s Office will require you to provide that information during your weekly reporting.  As a transient, regardless of classification level, the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office will be notifying the public at large of your presence in the community.

____8.
As a transient sex offender, if you enter and stay in another county for more than 24 hours, you are required to register in the new county within three business days.  If you move to another county, state, or foreign country you are required to send notice to the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office within three business days.  Written notifications must be sent certified with return receipt requested.
____9. 
If you are accepted as an employee or admitted as a student at any institution of education, (this includes grade, middle, high school or higher) you are required to notify this office within three business days prior to starting work or attending classes.
____10.  The Federal law, Sex Offender Registration and Notification Act (SORNA), requires registered sex offenders inform the County 
Sheriff where he/she is registered of any intended travel outside of the United States at least 21 days prior to that travel.  Offender must provide full contact information, travel itinerary, passport number and purpose of travel.
